SERVICE DESCRIPTION: Perrot State Park’s Recreation and Habitat Restoration Specialist will perform various
conservation work regarding trail construction, habitat restoration, and park maintenance. They will also act as the point
person regarding the Buffalo River State Trail, which connects Fairchild, WI, and Mondovi, WI.
